Vermont’s future starts with today’s children.  Children’s experiences in the early years matter a great deal. It is during that time that the architecture of the maturing brain develops—literally wiring the brain for lifelong learning.  With 71% of young children in Vermont in the care of someone besides a parent for at least part of the day, the quality of early care and education makes a big difference in young children’s development.

As part of “Campaign 180,” Building Bright Futures regional councils, in partnership with the Kids Are Priority One Coalition, have set a goal of engaging all 180 state legislators this fall in a conversation about the importance of quality in early care and education. Most regions are hosting an event of some kind to which legislators have been invited to participate. Other regions will have small-group discussions with legislators.
